Note: In order to prevent reinstallation from erasing or overwriting
your personal MusiConsole data file (.mmc), we recommend using
the "Export data file" option in MusiConsole options. (see Help Sys-
tem)

Buttons appear in the wrong section of the screen or are
"crowded" into one place on the screen.
Likely cause: A MusiConsole data file (.dat or .mmc) has been corrupted.

See solution for File Error Message during startup - the fix proce-
dure is the same.

| get the error message "Windows cannot find..."

Likely cause: The location of a "linked" file has moved, or is not assigned correctly
in the MusiConsole data file you're using. Also, file or application may not exist on
your system.

Solution: Right click on the button and review the settings to ensure
you're linking to an existing (and available) location and file. See
Adding and Editing Buttons.
